ÅEasily deploy/undeploy dependent applications

ÅEasily label artifacts with a build number without 

using assembly versioning

ÅUse Work Items to track changes contained 

within any build

ÅDeploy any previous version of a build

ÅA change to SAP will require SalesOrder and 

Billing to be undeployed, and the redeployed

ÅTypical Problems
ïBinding Files must be maintained for each environment. 

Updating binding files is error prone.

ïEnsure that artifacts are properly registered in the management 

database as well as GACed

ïManually configure security data for ports

ïEnsure that previous assemblies are updated with the new 

assemblies
